Mount pump in the system according to flow direction indicated on the pump housing and
with motor housing in one of the allowed orientations shown in figure 1.

e On 3-phase pumps, install two (2) Absolute Pressure Sensors provided with the pump.
o Make sure that power supply matches nameplate electrical ratings of the pump.

o Please note that 3-phase pumps will rotate only in one direction set at the factory. Wire
swapping is not an option with these units.
